Abstract
Islamic teachings are full of strategies that create a healthy
organization and prevent corruption and fight against it in
society. Prophet and religious leaders also have paid serious
attention to this matter. In Shiite jurisprudence, Nahj al-Balaghah
is one of the most prominent sources in Islam's history and the
Shiites' religious book after the Holy Quran. This book precisely
explains the principles of administration based on the Islamic
approach. Among the sensational phrases of Nahj al-Balaghah
are the ones that imply the proper management of social systems.
Moreover, the solutions offered for the reform of societies must
be based on society's accepted values. Accordingly, in Islamic
society, solutions should be provided by Islamic models and
teachings because Islamic ideas do not necessarily support
Western strategies in many cases. Therefore, this study aims to
provide an Islamic model to create organizational health and
reduce bureaucratic corruption using Nahjul Balagha. For this
purpose, using data-based theory, the contents of Nahj al-
Balagheh were examined. After three stages of open, axial, and
selective coding, a total of 87 conceptual propositions were

{ o categories in the axial coding stage. Finally, in the selective
"4 coding stage, the healthy organization model in the fight against
bureaucratic corruption was designed according to Nahj al-
Balaghah.

Abstract

One of the topics of Shiite belief is the Imam'’s unique knowledge
of invisible things. The compilation of some hadith books and
the narration of hadiths related to the knowledge of the Imam's
invisible things, since the third century, provided the ground for
a scientific proposal of this issue. What is remarkable is the
seemingly contradictory historical reports that sometimes deny
the Imam's knowledge of the invisible things, and some others
approve it. Some of those conflicting reports have been collected
by Sayyid Razi in Nahj al-Balaghah. Therefore, there is no
conflict between them, and anyone can quickly summarize by
correctly explaining the concept of "knowledge of invisible ".
Despite conducted studies, no specific research has been done on
the different perceptions obtained from these reports and its
solution. This article has been done in a library method using
historical and hadith sources and explanations of Nahj al-
Balaghah. It aimed to remove ambiguity about the Imam's
knowledge of the invisible and examine how to combine such
reports in the same sense regarding "God's invisible knowledge"
and "Imam's knowledge of invisible". According to the findings,
the knowledge of the divine invisible knowledge has four
characteristics of independence, detail, certainty, and actuality,
while Imam's knowledge of invisible has lack of autonomy,
conciseness, variability, and dignity.

But the
political dimension of Sayyid Razi's life has been neglected and
often unknown even to Shiites. In this article, we want to provide
a brief biography of Seyyed Razi, his works and writings, and the
political dimension of his personality in two areas of life and
political thinking. Then, express his life and political thought to
the extent that there are reliable sources. This article discusses
the dimension of political life, his positions, responsibilities, and
political and social occupations, specifically his role as a
supervisor of the Divan-e Mazalem and Amir al-Hajj and his
efforts to gain Caliphate.

Imam Ali (AS) in sermon 219 of Nahj al-Balaghah has implicitly
praised an unknown person, which caused differences between
Islamic religions. Some have rejected its attribution to Imam Ali
(AS) and considered it a forged one. However, according to the
correct theory, this sermon is original, and its attribution to the
Amir al-Mu'minin (AS) is accurate. There are various views on
the true meaning of this sermon. Some thinkers have remained
silent without trying to find the truth. Some groups have also
brought unrealistic, far-fetched attributions such as the Prophet
(PBUH), Salman, etc. Most of the presented views consider the
second caliph as the real example of this sermon, but there is a
difference in why Imam Ali (AS) praised him. In line with their
religion, Sunni scholars have considered this Alawite praise as a
confirmation of the legitimacy of their caliphate and religion.
However, according to Imami scholars, the second caliph's praise
by the Amir al-Mu'minin (AS) was due to Tagiya or Toryeh.
Tagiya's approach is not acceptable due to the lack of conditions
for Taqiya, so according to that time's political situation, the best
and most solid theory in this regard is that the sermon is Toryeh.

This book is unique
in various aspects such as words and sentences, the texture and
geometry of words, the magic of expression and meanings, the
impact on the soul, being multidimensional, etc. However, there
have been criticisms on Nahj al-Balaghah, and the method of
compiling it, many of which are not fair, and some require careful
scientific consideration. Among these critiques are Allameh
Mohammad Taghi Shoushtari, the author of Bahjo al-Sabagah fi
Sharh-e Nahj al-Balaghah, who in some cases has considered
Seyyed Razi's method as inappropriate. This article seeks to
scientifically analyze Allameh's critiques and evaluate their
correctness or incorrectness.

Discourse Semiotics of Wealth and Poverty in Alawite Narrations
based on Greimas’s Semiotics Square

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Abstract

The two words "wealth and poverty" are always referred to as
antonyms in semantic studies. These two words are highly
frequent in Islamic texts. In addition to the Quran, wealth and
poverty have been repeatedly mentioned in hadiths and
narrations, particularly Alawite narrations. On the other hand,
philologists have always stated their lexical content, and others
have discussed these two concepts based on moral precepts. The
"Semiotics Square" model is one of the Paris school of semiotics
models and a way to represent the text's semantic depth, based
on the reciprocal relations explained by A.J. Greimas. In this
research, an attempt is made to present the discourse between the
two seemingly reciprocal concepts of "wealth" and "poverty" by
using this square. In this research, the typical limit of "property"
is considered; therefore, it does not study other properties, such
as intellect, mentioned in the narrations. In this regard, the
alternate words of the two words "wealth and poverty" have been
analyzed based on Grimas' semiotic square. The study results
indicate that wealth and poverty are conceptual antonyms, and
there are other words as substitute words that indicate the degrees
of poverty and wealth.
