Abstract

Seyyed Ali Mousavi Garmaroodi's translation is one of the most
accurate Persian translations of Nahj al-Balaghah. Despite the
old version translations of this book, Garmaroodi tried to follow
the "language updating rule." Therefore, using the antique
dictionaries provided new translations of Nahj al-Balaghah aims
to show the capabilities of the Persian language in a new and
glorious translation. Undoubtedly, he also sought to reveal the
unique manifestations of eloquent rhetoric. The present article
intends to analyze the translation of the Qaseh sermon from Nahj
al-Balaghah based on the theory of Viney & Darbelent and
measure the application and frequency of the heptathlon
approaches of this theory. The result shows that in this sermon,
Garmaroodi uses both direct and indirect components. His
translation has an eloquent and readable language in indirect
techniques, and its trusteeship and precise equations are
noticeable, but while using direct methods, his translation
partially losses its readability.

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Abstract

The revolt of Nakesin during the caliphate of Imam Ali (AS)
was a violent and norm-breaking collective behavior and
incompatible with social balance. The Imam's rule, formed with
Ummah Council, seemed to be accepted by all, but those who
claimed to be friends with the prophet, such as Talha, Zubair, and
Aisha, imposed war on him. The two factors of deprivation of the
principle of caliphate and non-participation in government
positions played a significant role in the opposition and
confrontation of Talha and Zubair with the Imam. Although
Imam tried to extinguish the flame of the battle of Jamal (Camel)
using various methods and prevented the bloodshed of the
Muslims, they did not accept the views and tactics of the Imam
(AS), and their sedition was drawn into war. This research has
been done in a descriptive-analytical method to study the causes
of chaos and rebellion in Imam Ali's Islamic government and
explain the influential figures of Nakesin. The results show that
the most important motives of Nakesin in creating revolt were:
power-seeking, jobbery, secularism, and intolerance of Alawite
justice. This trend in its time caused some Muslims' deviation and
caused divisions among the Islamic ummah and the emergence
of two wars, Safin and Nahrawan. As a result, different
theological religions and schools of thought emerged, each of
which caused discord among Muslims.

In this
regard, according to Imam Ali (as) in Nahj al-Balaghah, attention
to development in tax collection, non-deprivation of legitimate
rights, attention to the central government in taxes, and initial
self-declaration by taxpayers are among the factors of fair
taxation. Comparing the tax justice approach from the
perspective of Amir al-Mu'minin (AS) with the tax principles of
economics, it was found that: First, by defining justice as putting
everything in its place, other tax principles go under the principle
of tax justice. Therefore, the headline of tax principles in
receiving taxes in the Alawite government is to observe justice
in all its aspects. Second, there are precise and practical tax
principles in the Alawite Islamic economic system that are much
more complete than the principles codified in economics. Third,
when the tax justice approach and all its aspects are the basis of
the Islamic state, not only classical tax principles in economics
will be observed; also its shortcomings will be covered.

Reviewing Amir al-Mu'minin’s
seerah (biography) regarding his confrontation with his
opponents indicates that he has considered political negotiations
one of the most important ways to resolve disputes between
parties. The difference between contemporary political and
intellectual currents in the origin of negotiation subject, its limits
and roots, is rooted in the perceptions of these currents from
contexts and historical-narrative sources related to the political
seerah of infallible Imams (AS). Among considerable
negotiations in seerah of Imam Ali (AS) are negotiations from
the beginning of his caliphate with Mu'awiyah and negotiations
for the battle of Siffin and the story of Hakamiyat (arbitration).
In this study, using a descriptive-analytical procedure, historical-
narrative sources related to the political seerah of Amir al-
Mu'minin (AS) have been examined, and by reviewing his
political negotiations, his most essential principles of political
negotiations, determined as three types, i.e. "psychological-
conceptual”, "conductive-behavioral” and "speech-expressive"
ones. Also, the most important goals of the Imam (AS) for
conducting these negotiations identified as "declaring adherence

to the principles on the right front", "clarifying the accusations",
"preventing the war", "increasing the insight of the opposing
allies™" and "reaching an agreement on Hakamiyat's rules".
