Abstract

So far, many studies have been done regarding the influence of Nahj
Al-Balaghah on poets' poems. In the meantime, there is no
comprehensive research about the poets of the Safavid period.
Perhaps one of the reasons is that the poets of the Safavid period
intertextually used the speeches of Imam Ali (AS). In this article, we
analyzed the works of Sa'eb Tabrizi, one of the famous poets of the
Safavid period, to determine how much Saeb was influenced by the
speeches of Amir al-Mu'minin Ali (AS) directly or intertextually. For
this purpose, the themes of Diwan Sa'eb and Nahj Al-Balaghah and
the influence of Nahj Al-Balaghah on Diwan were investigated. The
result of this study indicated that 80 sonnets of Sa'eb are influenced
by the speeches of Imam Ali (AS) and their topics were mainly based
on God's knowledge, wisdom, God's forgiveness, patience, blessings,
sustenance, contentment, envy, hypocrisy, and the world.

Abstract

In Nahj al-Balaghah, asceticism and ascetic life are highly praised
and recommended. Understanding the concept of ‘asceticism’ to
reach a logical definition and prevent any fallacies and intellectual
deviations around asceticism is considered a basic need. So,
identifying the factors influencing the creation of asceticism and its
related effects must be adorned with this virtue. This article aims to
deal with this issue analytically and refer to related sources.
Accordingly, while doing a conceptual analysis, the author examined
the definition of asceticism intended by the commentators of Nahj al-
Balaghah. Then, he checked the degree of harmony of this definition
with what was stated in the words of Imam (AS) and Nahj al-
Balaghah. The research findings show that ‘asceticism' means
reluctance and practical abandonment of anything that prevents
reaching the goal (God's nearness and afterlife blessings). In this case,
asceticism does not mean avoiding the world of existence and not
benefiting from material gifts. Living in the world of existence is a
means and a prelude to obtaining eternal happiness (ultimate goal)
and has a preliminary value. Considering the 'means' as the 'goal’ of
the world is reprehensible and hinders achieving the goal and should
be avoided. It is worth mentioning that according to the depth of
human knowledge about such a vision, a level of asceticism is
achieved in him in such a way that he finds its moral and practical
effects in himself.

Justice has been a high human ideal throughout history, and Imam
Ali (AS) is a prominent symbol of justice who manifested it during
his individual and social life.

The macro-level outside of the government refers to obvious
enemies and includes four basic themes of intensity against the
enemy: the principles of war against the enemy, the principles of
peace with the enemy, and the principles of alliance with the enemy.

Dealing with the nuances and
differences in the meanings of words is the responsibility of 'Farooq
al-Lagheh'. This knowledge provides a more accurate meaning and
more hidden angles of the words. Based on an analytical library
method, this research examines the 'request for help' of Hazrat Ali
(AS) and other infallible people regarding Eaneh, why it is selected
from among synonyms, and how it differs from other synonyms. In
this research, the Quran, Nahj al-Balaghah, lexicons, etc. have been
used. This word implies continuous help and support until the helper
reaches his goal. While the synonyms of this word did not convey
such a meaning, each denoted a specific angle of the concept of help
and assistance and differed from the central concept of Eaneh in
various aspects.
